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I. Basic Information and Ensemble Overview

This section will introduce you to the Mt. Healthy Band Program and its ensembles. Here you will also find the basic requirements for each ensemble.

You have chosen to be a part of one of MHHS’s most successful organizations. This booklet is an overview of the requirements and activities, policies and responsibilities of membership in the Mt Healthy High School Band.

The information that follows describes the aspects of our program and provides an overview of student opportunities and responsibilities in the Mt Healthy High School Band. Please retain this booklet for your reference during your child’s tenure in the Band.





B. High School Band at Mt Healthy. What is it?


Band at MHHS is a full credit, yearlong, academic class. As such, its required activities are tied to grades and to a student’s Grade Point Average. Students will be asked to contribute time outside of the class period to earn their grades.

The required Band activities are:
Football Games

Parades

Marching Band (see Important Note on Marching Band, p. 6)

or Fall Color Guard

Concert Bands

Pep Band

Non- required Band activities are:
Jazz Band (by audition)

Winter Guard (by audition)

Winter Percussion (by audition)

C. Ensembles

What follows is an overview of rehearsals, performances and activities, extracurricular band opportunities, and along with these, information about the financial requirements of membership. You will receive a full rehearsal schedule by the end of March. We begin with our required elements.

C1. Winds Class

Band Winds is a class for all high school wind players. This includes everyone but the percussion section. This is the classroom component of the MTHHS Band. See requirements for C3 and C4. 

Prerequisite for membership
8th grade band and Director recommendation, or equivalent audition and/or teacher recommendation.

C2. Percussion Class
Band Winds is a class for all high school percussion players. This is the classroom component of the MTHHS Band. See requirements for C3 and C4. 

NOTICE- some students may be able to fit percussion and winds class into their schedule. Any student wishing to take both classes must get signed permission from a Band Director. Any student wishing to switch between classes must have signed director approval, as membership in any ensemble requires an audition and available student space. Band directors will also weigh the effects of a students change of instrument before giving this permission. 

Prerequisite for membership
8th grade band and teacher recommendation, or equivalent audition and/or teacher recommendation.

C3. Marching Band
The Marching Band begins full rehearsals in later July and performs at all Mt Healthy football games, marches in parades, and enters band competitions throughout September and October, and the first week or two of November. It is the most time intensive aspect of the band program.  All members of the Mt Healthy High School Band participate in marching band.

Prerequisite for membership
8th grade band and teacher recommendation, or equivalent audition and/or teacher recommendation.

Time requirements of membership
1. Sectional rehearsals 


These rehearsals take place at different times for the different sections of the band. The Color Guard and Percussion sections will begin sectionals in the winter and continue throughout spring and early summer to prepare for the season. These sectionals are usually once a week and increase in regularity as we get into late May and summer approaches. All other band members will have sectionals in the late spring and summer with their respective student section leaders. Sectionals are a great time; to not only learn the basics of your music for the season, but also to get to know some people within the band. It is our policy and practice that our freshmen and new students are to be treated like gold in the MHHS Band. Our section leaders will often plan social events during sectionals to allow people to get to know each other.

2. Rookie Camp


Rookie camp is for all new members of the band regardless of grade and all section leaders. It is typically held the third week of July. A specific calendar will be sent home in the winter or early spring with exact dates and times.

3. Pre-Camp 


Pre- Camp is for all Marching Band and Color Guard students. It runs one week from Monday-Friday near the end of July. Check your Band calendar for specific dates and times. Pre-camp is mandatory for all members of Marching Band During Pre-Camp the students will work on music and marching fundamentals. 

4. Marching Band Camp

Band Camp is held each summer at a site away from school.  Normally scheduled at the beginning of August, it is mandatory for all members of the Marching Band. Band Camp gives the students the basics and the knowledge needed to have a successful marching season. More importantly, camp gives the students the opportunity to get to know each other and establish common goals.  The bonding achieved during camp makes the new members feel they are important and they belong to one of the most successful organizations in our high school.  Band camp is required for marching band students.
5. Post-camp Rehearsals

 Following Band Camp, and prior to the start of school, Marching Band students will rehearse daily until the start of school.

6. The Fall rehearsal schedule 


This schedule begins on the first day of school and continues to the season’s end. Beginning the first week of school, the Marching Band will rehearse every day during class. After school and/or evening rehearsals are held on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday. Check your Band calendar for specific start times.

7. Band Competitions

Band competitions take place on Saturdays during September, October and possibly into early November. There will be several weekends scheduled for the season. The competition schedule will be announced as soon as it is available.

8. Mini-Camps

 Mini-Camps are all day rehearsals on a Saturdays in September and/or October. Dates and times will be published in the Band calendar. Additional mini-camps may be required throughout the season. Directors will give as much advance notice as possible.

9. Parades 


Parades will be announced as the dates become available. Our parade schedule usually includes Veteran’s Day, Patriots Day Parade, Memorial Day, and Fall Homecoming. Others come up on occasion. We pride ourselves on giving people plenty of advance notice, so you’ll hear as soon as we do.

Important Notes on Marching Band:

Any Band member who is actively involved in one of the athletic activities listed below may opt out of Marching Band. Fall athletes who are eligible for marching band exemption are those involved only in the following Mt Healthy High School sponsored sports: Volleyball, Football, Soccer, Cross Country and Golf. These are the only five athletic activities covered by the marching band exemption. These band members will not attend band camp. Pre-camp is still required, though, along with attendance and performance at all football games and parades. Fall athletes will still have full privileges of Band membership, and will participate in class activities.


Fall sports athletes who choose to take on Marching Band in addition to their sport will do so under a policy that allows them to miss up to 25% of rehearsal for events related to their sport or for school absence without any effect on their grade. Many students have successfully utilized this option to participate in both Marching Band and Fall sports at Mt Healthy HS. It is the responsibility of the student and his/her parents to work out schedules with both the Band staff and the coaching staff.  Students participating in winter sports will also need to work out schedules with both the Band staff and the coaching staff.
Marching Band Performances (including, but not limited to)

Football Games
Fridays (rare Saturdays) August-November

Parades
All year long

C4. Symphonic Band

Symphonic Band is the concert version of our Mt Healthy High School Band. We spend the bulk of our class time together working in this ensemble.


All Symphonic Band rehearsals and performances, both during and after school hours are required and are subject to grading.

Prerequisites for membership
1. Eighth grade band and teacher recommendation or audition and teacher recommendation.

2.  Completion of placement audition.
Time requirements of membership
Chair placement auditions


Chair auditions are held in the fall. This will involve only a small portion of time on one specified day. Students will be given advance notice of audition times. All Band members are required to play an audition. Auditions are graded on preparedness and excellence of performance in relationship to previous musical achievement.

Solo & Ensemble Rehearsal

Students will need to devote time outside of class to preparation of music for Solo & Ensemble Contest. Scheduling of this rehearsal time will be left, for the most part, to the discretion of the students involved in learning and performing a piece of music. These rehearsals will be mainly in January and February.

Sectional Rehearsals

Students in Symphonic Band will be expected to attend a limited number of sectional rehearsals in preparation for Ohio Music Educators Association Band & Orchestra Contest. The Contest is normally held in March. Sectionals will be scheduled the latter part of February and the first half of March.

Full Band Rehearsals outside of class


The full Band will rehearse after school approximately twice prior to each concert performance. All students are required to attend these rehearsals and will be graded for each of them.

Personal rehearsal time out of class


A student’s homework for Band is mostly to simply practice their instrument. Members of the Mt Healthy HS Band are expected to put in a minimum of 2 hours weekly rehearsal time aside from scheduled ensemble and/or sectional rehearsal. This personal practice time is an important component of the student’s musical development and is included in grading for Band.

C5. Solo and Ensemble Contest


Solo and ensemble contest is an annual state-sponsored event.  Students have the opportunity to perform for and be evaluated by adjudicators in an individual or small group setting. 


Participation in Solo and Ensemble contest is mandatory for Juniors and Seniors in Symphonic Band. All other students are encouraged but not required to participate.

The vast majority of solos require a piano accompaniment. The band directors will select the music. The accompanists are secured by the band directors but are paid for by the students. Students are required to practice and schedule rehearsals with accompanists or ensemble members. 


After registration deadline, students are responsible for the registration fee even if they are unable to perform. This includes excused and unexcused absences. 

C6. Fall Color Guard

The Color Guard is the visual counterpart to the music of the Marching Band. The Guard provides movement, dance, spinning flags, rifle and sabres to accent the musical production. The Guard is a very important element of the Marching Band package. A solid Color Guard is essential for success in marching competition. 

Prerequisite for membership
By audition and teacher recommendations. Students not signed up for band may participate.
Time requirements for membership
1. Those times listed under Marching Band

2. Additional sectional work as needed.

Notes on Fall Color Guard:


1. Playing a Fall sport and being a Color Guard member is a very difficult task. We therefore recommend that Fall athletes be not also in Fall Color Guard.


2. Band members who march in the Fall Color Guard are earning their Band grade by doing so. Band members may audition for Color Guard. Instrumentation needs of the Band will be considered when accepting Band members into Fall Color Guard. 


 3. Please see section II regarding attendance and behavior standards.

C7. Basketball Pep Band

Basketball pep band begins in late November/early December and is a required ensemble for all band members.  Band members play pep music at the basketball game prior to, during, and immediately following the game. All members of the Mt Healthy High School Band participate in pep band.

Time requirements for membership

1. Limited after school rehearsals.

2. Performance at home basketball games (November-February).

3. Pep Rallies

D. Extracurricular Band Activities

Students earning a grade point average of at least 1.2 are eligible to participate in our extracurricular ensembles.
D1. Jazz Ensemble 


The Jazz Ensemble begins rehearsals in mid to late November and plays throughout the school year. A typical Jazz season would have 5-8 performances including Pasta Dinner, Heritage Days, District-Wide Spring Concert and more. Membership in Jazz Ensemble is by audition. Auditions are normally held in early November.

Prerequisite for membership

By audition.

Time requirement for membership

1. Twice weekly rehearsals (November-early May).

2. 5-8 performance

D2. Winter Guard 

Any student at Mt Healthy High School may audition for the Winter Color Guard. Winter Color Guard is an indoor pageantry activity involving many of the elements of the Fall Color Guard. Background music for Winter Guard is recorded and shows are performed in a gymnasium. Winter Guard performances are at local and regional competitions. Winter Guard begins rehearsals in November and the season runs to early April. 
Prerequisite for membership

By audition and teacher recommendation

Time responsibilities for membership

8-12 hours of rehearsals per week (November-April)

4-6 Competitive performances

D3. Winter Percussion 

Any student at Mt Healthy High School may audition for the Winter Percussion Ensemble. Winter Percussion is an indoor pageantry activity involving many of the elements of the Fall Marching Percussion. Music and drill for Winter Percussion is performed in a gymnasium. Winter Percussion performances are at local and regional competitions. Winter Percussion begins rehearsals in November and the season runs to early April. 
Prerequisite for membership

By audition and teacher recommendation

Time responsibilities for membership

8-12 hours of rehearsals per week (November-April)

4-6 Competitive performances

II. Policies Concerning Attendance, 

Behavioral Standards, and Grades


The following pages outline Mount Healthy High School Band program guidelines for successful participation. It is our intention to make sure that each and every student is in full understanding of the standards expected for membership.


In addition to any Band regulations, the Mount Healthy High School Student Code of Conduct is in force at all times.

A. Guidelines for Rehearsal  / Performance Attendance

Please note: 


The guidelines that follow include some that are unique to the Marching Band/Fall Color Guard. Though not all of these will apply to all other areas of the program, the spirit or essence of these guidelines is in effect throughout all areas of the Band program.

Each member of the MHHS Band is a vital element of the performance and rehearsal process. It is therefore essential that each member be present at all rehearsals.


From a practical standpoint, however, it is evident that, on some rare occasions, 100% attendance will not be possible.  In the event that you should have to, after all possible alternatives have been considered, miss practice, the following policies are in effect to help keep the band running as efficiently as possible.

Potential conflicts 

Conflicts involving rehearsals, and in the most extreme emergency situations, performances, must be turned in in writing to the band directors as soon as that information is available.  Atleast 2 weeks notice for schedule conflicts.

Absences from rehearsals fall into two categories: excused and unexcused.

  
Excused absence will be allowed, at the discretion of the directors, for band/guard members who fall into one of the categories that follow. Unexcused absences are exactly that. No one is to have unexcused absences. 

**********ATTENTION**********
ANY MEMBER WHO IS ABSENT FROM REHEARSAL FOR ANY REASON DETERMINED BY THE BAND DIRECTORS TO BE UNEXCUSED WILL BE SUBJECT TO LOSS OF PERFORMING PRIVILEGES. ABSENCE IS DETRIMENTAL TO YOUR GRADE. HABITUAL ABSENCE MAY BE CAUSE FOR REMOVAL.

The following may, in some cases, be considered excused absences:

a. Personal illness-


A band member who has an excused absence from school is excused from that day’s rehearsal. Excessive absence from school will cause loss of this privilege. You are responsible for being at school.
b. School activities (includes Drama, MCW, Zem Zem, et al.)


Schedules for these activities should be turned in to the Band Director in advance. If you have taken on jobs/clubs, etc. and Band, it is your responsibility to schedule your time in such a manner that it satisfies your COMMITMENT to all organizations. If, during the school year, a club advisor calls a meeting or event without advance notice, find a time other than during band practice to meet with that advisor. If, after committing to Band, you take on activities which conflict with your band schedule, you will be asked to choose one or the other. Consult your schedule for specific Summer rehearsal times and any times not specified in this letter. All members are expected in every practice. The Band staff will work with you as best we can to help you meet all of your obligations, and we will remind you when you’ve stretched yourself too far. Remember, if you give your word, you will be expected to keep it.  Failure to give notice for schedule conflicts will result in the lowering of that performance/rehearsal grade.


c. Emergency Situations-


These situations include, but are not limited to:



1. Family emergencies (severe illness[documentation required], etc.)



2. Academic emergencies (your academic life depends on your missing practice). As 90% of such emergencies can be avoided by going to class and doing your homework (on time), these should not occur with any frequency. If you have more than one of these during the season, it is likely that you are over committed.

The following constitute unexcused absences:


a. Discipline problems at school

 You are responsible for your behavior in school. The band should benefit from the example you set. The band will not be punished for it.


b. Jobs 


Employers are legally obligated to work around your school schedules if you tell them things up front when hired. Please make sure that your employer has a written copy of your schedule for the entire season as soon as it is available. 


c. Non- emergency situations

These would include, but are not limited to:



family decides to go out for dinner/Driver’s Ed/Babysitting



could not get a ride (always have a back-up plan)



someone’s birthday



concert tickets


d. Any myriad of reasons why you might chose to simply not show up for practice. DEFINITION OF NON-EMERGENCY SITUATIONS IS LEFT TO THE DISCRETION OF THE DIRECTORS.

Being on time means being early

 Get to rehearsal on time. Being in rehearsal on time will demand that you be organized. Plan ahead so that you may take care of after school business and make it to the practice on time. In order to be on time for rehearsal or performance, you must be physically present at the location specified, with all necessary preparations for rehearsal complete. For example, do not arrive at school at 3:30 for a rehearsal that starts at 3:30. By the time you prepare yourself, you will be late for the start of practice. This would include having all necessary equipment, and being properly dressed for rehearsal. Habitual tardiness will be detrimental to the band and, as such will be considered unexcused. 

Be properly dressed for rehearsals. 


Shoes that are proper for marching and other rehearsals would include all tennis shoes or sneakers (except for high tops), or your performance shoes. You must wear socks with shoes for all rehearsals. These are your only options in footwear. Band members who come to rehearsals without proper footwear will be sent home and charged an unexcused absence. 

**********ATTENTION**********

Any removal from performance will be determined by the advisors and the Band directors based upon the policies stated herein, as well as the relative detriment that a member’s absence from a performance would cause.

All performances are mandatory.

As stated earlier, Band at MHHS is an academic, full-credit class. Performances are required for credit. All class requirements take precedence over any extracurricular events. Should conflicts arise, effort will be made to satisfy conflicting activities. Missed performances will adversely affect Band member’s grades. Multiple missed performances will endanger the standing of a student’s membership in the MHHS Band program.

B. Behavioral Expectations

Student Code of Conduct


All behavioral expectations outlined in the Mt Healthy High School Student Code of Conduct are in force during any and all MHHS Band functions, both curricular and extracurricular. Refer to your Student handbook for details.
Co-operation is expected at all times

A successful band is an interdependent unit. This means that each of us is dependent on each other and responsible for each other. Those who need help should receive it in a manner that builds confidence and trust. All members of the unit should be treated with dignity and respect.


No band member is to be mocked, teased or treated with malice at any time. To do so brings harm to that person and therefore to the band as well. Mistreatment of your fellow band mates will simply not be tolerated. Our success or failure will be based in no small part upon the way we treat each other.

Classroom/Rehearsal expectations


Time is our greatest asset as a performing unit. Members of the MHHS Band are expected to contribute 100% effort in rehearsals. Behavior that disrupts the rehearsal process or holds back the learning of other students is not acceptable in Band. Excessive noise, disrespectful behavior, inattention and the like are not welcomed here. Bring your best and only your best to Band rehearsals.

Note regarding cell phones

If your son or daughter carries a cell phone, it is to be turned off and put away during any and all Band activities. This would include, but is not limited to all rehearsals and performances, as well as times of transport to and from all band activities. Cell phones should never, under any circumstance be in a performance setting, be it an auditorium, a football stadium, or any other venue. Please discuss pick-up times with your students in advance so that conflicts can be avoided.

Public and performance expectations

The Mt Healthy High School Band members have established a pattern of excellence in public behavior over the last few years. Our Band students are expected to be the best-behaved and most polite people at any location to which the group travels. Members of the Band are representatives of Mount Healthy High School and the Mt Healthy community. We insist that their public behavior reflect only the best of what this means.

C. Grades


Band student grades are based on criteria that are unique to performing arts. No one is alone here. We sink or swim as a team and are evaluated based on our efforts for the good of the whole. 


 Grades will be determined by the following criteria:



Attendance and promptness at all rehearsals and performances



Completion of homework assignments



Daily class performance (behavioral/effort/preparedness)



Musical progress/ Playing tests/ Written exams

III. Information Regarding Uniforms

and Equipment for Band

This section provides information about instruments and their care, uniforms (distribution, care, etc) and all of the equipment necessary to run a Band program
A. Uniform / Equipment Responsibilities
Uniforms


Every member of the Mt Healthy High School Band or Color Guard will be issued at least one uniform. These uniforms will be used throughout the school year. Except where indicated, uniforms are provided by Mt Healthy High School and The Mt Healthy Band Boosters.

All students are expected to be in required uniforms for all performances.

Other uniformity items

· Jewelry and watches of any kind are not to be worn in uniform unless specifically indicate by the directors or staff.

· A white, sleeved t-shirt (no writing) is required under Band uniforms.

· Hair longer than collar length must be pulled up under the hat and pinned in place for marching performance. This applies to bangs and side curls that might stick out from beneath as well. Intrusive hair color is not acceptable for performance unless specified by the creative staff.

Care Of Uniforms

Band uniforms are very expensive to purchase ($300-$400 on average) and costly to maintain, as well. Mt Healthy High School Band members are expected to take great care in handling of uniforms. A uniform rental fee will be charged at the time of fitting. This fee will cover the cost of routine maintenance and cleaning for one year. Students whose uniforms are damaged beyond routine or from failure to follow care instructions, or whose uniform(s) is lost, will be charged a fee for repair and/or replacement.

Marching Band Uniforms

Although the Mount Healthy uniform is provided and kept by the band boosters, students are responsible for proper care and storage of these uniforms. Pants and Jacket should be hung up neatly after every performance. Dirt may be wiped off with a damp cloth. Hats and gauntlets are to be stored in the student’s assigned hat box.

All other school-provided portions of the marching band uniform will be issued and returned at school or at a performance site at the time of performance.

Fall Color Guard uniforms will be sent home with students when rental fees are paid. Uniforms should be hung up after every performance. Instructions for cleaning will be sent as well.

B. Band Equipment

A high school Band uses much and many different kinds of equipment. As a member of the MHHS Band, a student will be responsible for equipment provision and maintenance according to what instrument he/she is playing.

In terms of equipment, most Band students will be required to supply:

Your instrument in good working order


Mouthpieces, reeds, valve & slide oils, neck straps, and other accessories


Flip folders for marching band music

Percussionists will be required to supply:

· Stick bag

· Mallets, sticks and specified equipment for Symphonic and/or Marching Band

· Drum key


Directors and/or staff will specify specific mallets, stick and accessories. The Mt Healthy Band Boosters will purchase the equipment at discounted prices and sell to students at that same cost. All percussionists are required to purchase this equipment one time and replace items as they are lost or broken. If proper care is taken, most of this equipment can be used throughout a student’s high school career.

Students using school-owned equipment:

Students using school-owned equipment are responsible for the care and well being of any said equipment. If the instrument is damaged due to neglect of the student, they will be held financially responsible. The equipment contracts in this manual are samples of those that will be issued to any and all students who make use of school instruments. No student may make use of a school instrument without first having completed an equipment contract. Any student using a school instrument must bring a towel or blanket on which to place the instrument should he/she have need to put it down.  Please note these contracts for details.

Instrument Lockers


Most Band students will be assigned an instrument locker in which they may keep their instrument(s). Students will be responsible for keeping their lockers free of trash (especially food) and for any damage to the locker. Some students who play very large instruments or percussion will not be assigned a locker. Band lockers are for Band equipment only. School books and other materials are to be kept elsewhere.
C. Sample Equipment Contract
Mt Healthy High School Band

Equipment Contract (SampleOnly)

As a member of the Mount Healthy High School Bands, you are responsible for any and all equipment that has been loaned to you, through the school, for the use of the Mount Healthy Bands. It must be understood that as a member at Mt. Healthy, you are responsible for any equipment that you come into contact with whether by means of performance, rehearsal, equipment set up, et cetera. You are a member of a team that requires hard work, dedication, and a respect for all materials used by the group. 

To insure that the budget of the Mount Healthy High School’s bands is spent in a logical and professional manner each year, it is up to the individual members to see that ALL of their equipment is being taken care of and is used in a wise fashion. You have been loaned equipment that belongs to the Mt Healthy City Schools. It is in working order. You, as the student to whom equipment has been loaned, are responsible for maintaining said equipment from the time of issue until it is returned to the Mt Healthy High School Band and inspected by the Band staff. 

If you have any additional comments concerning the quality or present condition of an item, these may be included in the margin on the attached sheet. Your signature at the conclusion of this document states your legal agreement and understanding that the materials loaned to you through Mount Healthy High School remain the property of Mount Healthy High School. Your signature also states your agreement to pay for in full any and all materials you have initialed which are found missing, broken, or in poor working condition. Repair costs can be paid in cash, by check/money order.  

A checkpoint will be made at the closing of each semester. At that time your instrument will be inspected and fees assessed as necessary. If you should be in need of repairs between checkpoints, you are to give the instrument to a Band director to be sent out for repairs. Do not take a school owned instrument for repair without prior consent from one of the band directors. Directors and their appointees serve as the managers of all equipment and any use not approved through them is strictly prohibited. 

Band members who are not specifically assigned to wind or percussion instruments are not to touch these instruments at anytime without prior permission from said equipment managers. Also notice that you are responsible for any new piece of equipment that becomes the property of the MHHS Bands for which you have user privilege. All equipment that you use or come into contact with is your responsibility the moment it becomes the property of the Mount Healthy High School Bands. In the event that a piece of equipment is damaged or stolen by a particular party known to you, it is your responsibility and duty to report such an incident to the directors in confidentiality to insure proper action takes place.


All band members will be responsible for providing their own accessories (reeds, mouthpieces, neck straps, etc.). Accessory equipment that the student has provided will remain the property of the student and should be marked as such.
